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Welcome Aboard, Queen of the Coast Guard Fleet!
   The Coast Guard Cutter SMILAX (WLIC
315) with crane barge arrived at the Yard on
May 4th to begin an anticipated 15-week repair
availability focusing on underwater body preser-
vation; overhauls of the crane, sea valve, main
generator and spuds, and metal deterioration
inspections. Built at Dubuque Boat & Boiler
Works in Dubuque, Iowa, the 71-year-old cutter
was commissioned in l944 as World War II raged
on.  The100-foot inland construction tender is the
oldest cutter in active Coast Guard service and
proudly carries the title Queen of the Fleet (and
the privilege of a gold hull number).  The Cutter
is homeported in Atlantic Beach, North Carolina,
where it maintains thousands of fixed aids to
navigation such as lights and range markers and
several dozen buoys throughout the North
Carolina Outer Banks. SMILAX's missions

Farewell, Barque EAGLE
   The Yard completed work on the Coast
Guard Barque EAGLE on May 3rd. The
historic sailing ship returned to the
Coast Guard Academy in New London,
Connecticut, to prepare for this summer's
training cruises & good will ports-of-call
around the world.
   The 7 1/2 month repair effort by the Yard
was the first phase of a four phase Service
Life Extension Project (SLEP) extending the
service life of the Coast Guard's 79-year-old
training vessel. In addition, the project per-
formed life-cycle repairs to the barque as part
of the Coast Guard's In-Service Vessel
Sustainment Program, providing critical
overhaul for the long term sustainability of the
Coast Guard fleet.

Readies for Arrival of Next NOAA Vessell Under Joint Memo of Understanding
   The National Oceanic & Atmo-
spheric Administration (NOAA) Ship
FERDINAND R. HASSLER arrived
at the Yard in March 2015 for an
anticipated eight-week availability.
The Yard concluded planned mainte-
nance of the coastal mapping vessel on
May 8, 2015.  The Yard completed the
approximately $1 million repair project
on time and under budget.  The
FERDINAND R. HASSLER is
homeported in New Castle, New
Hampshire.  There, the vessel supports
NOAA’s nautical research and chart-
ing for navigation safety along the east
coast.
   The U.S. Coast Guard and NOAA
signed a Memorandum of Understand-
ing in October 2014 for, among other
agreements, the Yard to potentially
service the NOAA Atlantic fleet over
the next five years.  FERDINAND R.

HASSLER was the first NOAA
vessel to arrive.  The NOAA ship
THOMAS JEFFERSON, a hydro-
graphic survey vessel, is expected to
enter the Yard in March 2016 for dry-
dock maintenance.  Outfitted with
advanced sonar technology, THOMAS
JEFFERSON conducts hydrographic
surveys along the Atlantic and Gulf
coasts of the United States. Survey
data updates NOAA’s nautical charts
that are used by commercial ships and
recreational boats for safe navigation.
   The Yard’s work on FERDINAND
R. HASSLER focused primarily on
accomplishing engineering changes
that improved functionality of several
auxiliary systems including ventilation,
remote valve operation, and anchoring.
Engineering support was provided
ahead of the availability period to
develop necessary detailed production

specifications. In addition, preliminary
engineering studies of the vessel’s
ventilation and anchoring systems will
be used to create detailed designs for
future corrective alterations.  After
successful repairs, the Yard and
NOAA will apply lessons learned from
FERDINAND R. HASSLER’s
availability to benefit upcoming NOAA
Atlantic fleet availabilities accom-
plished at the Yard.
   “The Coast Guard Yard at Curtis
Bay has provided first-class repair and
maintenance support for NOAA Ship
FERDINAND R. HASSLER, en-
abling the ship to stay on schedule and
perform its vital mission to map the sea
floor in support of safe navigation and
commerce,” said NOAA Rear Admiral
David A. Score, Director of the
NOAA Office of Marine and Aviation
Operations.

NOAA commissioned the 124-foot FERDINAND R. HASSLER in June 2012.  The ship is named after its namesake,
Ferdinand Rudolph Hassler (1770-1843) who served as the founding superintendent of the Coast Survey, the
precursor to today’s NOAA. Pictured moored at the Yard on March 17, 2015, the Small Waterplane Area Twin Hull
(SWATH) ship detects and monitors changes to the sea floor. Data collected is used to update nautical charts,
detect potential hazards to navigation, and enhance understanding of the ever-changing marine environment.  The
twin-hull vessel is equipped to deploy buoys and unmanned submersibles to support general oceanographic
research.
