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Rear Admiral Paul Thomas serves as the Commander, Eighth Coast Guard District

Rear Admiral Thomas is a graduate of the US Coast Guard Academy and the
Massachusetts Institute of Technology. In 2005 he completed a National Security
Fellowship at Harvard University’s John F. Kennedy School of Government, and in 2010
he served as a Senior Fellow to the Chief of Naval Operations Strategic Studies Group
